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Liter Update \

The book Parents Who Love Reading, Kids Who
Don’t by Mary Leonhardt is written for parents who
have a child that is a slow or reluctant reader. It is
located in the Library’s A.B.E. collection. The au-
thor states that “good readers are good readers
only because they read all the time.” She explains
why it is important for children to become “avid
readers” and “why so many kids hate reading”. She
continues with advice on what parents can do, how
to create a “reading-friendly home”, finding a “read-
ing-friendly school”, “helping the poor reader cope
with school” and other things along with a list of
reading suggestions. Another book in the A.B.E.
collection that parents may want to check out is “In
Their Own Way: Discovering and Encouraging
Your Child’s Multiple Intelligences” by Thomas
Armstrong . This book explains the “eight intelli-
gences” that everyone possesses but in “different
proportions” and how to recognize them in your
child and how to create a learning environment in
which your child can “learn in their own way”. The
book also includes a section of “lesson plans and
guidelines for teaching anything through multiple
intelligences” and includes lists of resources
